INSTRUCTIONS TO BIDDERS

A. GENERAL

1.Scope of Bid

1.1 HA-Somalia invites bids for the construction of a 56 m? mosque (Masjid) in Af-Goye Wayo-
Arag village. The material/goods are specified in greater details in the Sub Section of the
Bid Documents.

1.2 The successful Bidder is expected to complete the supply by the Intended Completion date

which is given in the section Il, effective from the signing of Contract.
2.Eligible Bidders

2.1 This Invitation for Bids is open to companies with experience in construction of a 56 m?
mosque (Masjid) in Af-Goye Wayo-Arag village.

2.2 Bidders shall not be under a declaration of ineligibility for corrupt, fraudulent and coercive
practices issued by HA-Somalia.

2.3 Bidders shall not be involved in criminal acts/activities or associated with individuals
and/or entities associated with criminal activities.

3.Corrupt, Fraudulent, Collusive and Coercive Practices

3.1 HA-Somalia requires that all; HA-Somalia staff, bidders, suppliers or distributors, observe
the highest standard of ethics during procurement and execution of all contracts. HA-
Somalia shall reject any Bids put forward by Bidders or where applicable terminate their
contract, if it is determined that they have engaged in corrupt, fraudulent, collusive or
coercive practices.

4. The selection criteria for construction of a 56 m? mosque (Masjid) in Af-Goye Wayo-Arag
village.

4.1 Technical Capacity and Workmanship Standards:

e Bidders must demonstrate proven experience in structural construction, including
foundations, reinforced concrete works (RCC), masonry, roofing, plastering, tiling,
and finishing.

e Contractors must have the technical capability to execute:

v' Excavation and foundation works (strip foundations, column footings).

v" RCC works (plinth beams, ring beams, lintels, columns).

v" Block work using 20 cm concrete hollow blocks with hoop iron
reinforcement.

v" Roofing using 26/30 gauge sheets and complete timber structure
installation.

v Tiling works for walls and floors as specified in the BOQ.
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e Contractors must provide skilled laborers, including masons, steel fixers,
carpenters, electricians, plumbers, and tile installers.
4.2 Compliance with Specifications and Materials Standards:
e All materials used must strictly conform to the technical specifications listed in
the BOQ, including:
v" Stone, murram, concrete mix ratios (1:2:4), steel reinforcement sizes
(Y12, Y14, Y8), and approved building materials.
v" Ceramic tiles (300x300mm, 400x400mm), 5mm ceiling boards, murram,
DPM sheets, etc.
e Concrete must be mixed according to the required ratios and cured properly.
e Reinforcement must be cut, bent, and fixed in accordance with structural details.
e Tiles, doors, windows, roofing sheets, and fittings must be of approved quality.
e All electrical works (ducting, wiring, DB installation, lighting, fans) must comply
with recognized safety standards.
4.3 Quality Assurance and Control Requirements:
e Bidders must maintain high standards of workmanship and provide:
v" Proper leveling and compaction of the ground (murram, DPM, blinding
layers).
v" Sound and stable foundations using bush stone and RCC elements.
v" Accurate wall alignment and block placement with hoop iron
reinforcement.
v Uniform application of internal and external plaster (20mm thick).
v" High-quality paintwork using whitewash and emulsion paints for final
finishes.
e Contractors shall implement internal quality checks for every stage of
construction.
4.4 Occupational Health, Safety & Environmental Protection:
e Contractors must demonstrate the ability to provide:
v" Safe working conditions for workers.
Proper handling and disposal of excavated soil and construction debris.
Use of PPE (helmets, gloves, boots) for all workers on-site.

4.5 Equipment, Tools & Machinery Capability:

e Bidders should possess or have access to the necessary equipment including:

v Concrete mixers

Compaction equipment
Steel cutting and bending tools
Scaffolding and formwork systems

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4.6 Delivery Timeline and Work Plan:

v Finishing and external works (paint, ramp construction, fittings)
e The timeline must demonstrate ability to complete the 56 m? mosque within the
required project period.
4.7 Financial Capacity and Pricing Consistency:
e Pricing must correspond to the BOQ structure and must include:
All material supply
Labor costs
Transportation, loading/unloading
Security for materials and equipment
Taxes (5% sales tax)
e The contractor must demonstrate financial ability to procure materials on time.
4.8 Legal Requirements and Registration:
e Bidders must submit:
v Valid business registration documents
v" Tax compliance certificate
v’ Evidence of past construction contracts
v' Company profile with key personnel qualifications
4.9 Legal Requirements and Registration:
e Bidders must submit:
v" Valid business registration documents

4.10 Past Performance and Experience:
e Preference will be given to contractors who can demonstrate:
v Successful completion of mosque construction, community buildings,
classrooms, or projects of similar size.
v Positive references from previous clients.
v' Ability to work in Af-Goye, Wayo-Arag village or similar rural
environments.
4.11 Commitment to Community and Cultural Considerations:
e The contractor must respect local customs and ensure work does not interfere
with community activities.

e All works must be performed with dignity appropriate for mosque construction.

1. Content of Bidding Documents

documents. Failure to finish all information required in the bidding documents or to submit a bid not

substantially responsive to the bidding documents may result in the rejection of its bid.

2. Clarification of Bidding Documents

A prospective Bidder requiring any clarification of the bidding documents may notify through the Office
telephone number: 0610884438, this office line will available only working days (Sunday to Thursday)
and working hours (8:00 Am to 4:00 PM). On 12th February 2026 office line will not be available.

3. Amendment to Bidding Documents

a.

At any time prior to the deadline for submission of bids, HA-Somalia, for any reason,
whether at its own initiative or in response to a clarification requested by a prospective
Bidder, may modify the bidding documents by amendment.

All prospective bidders that have received the bidding documents will be notified of the
amendment in writing and will be binding on them.

In order to allow prospective bidders reasonable time in which to take the amendment
into account in preparing their bids, HA-Somalia, at its discretion, may extend the
deadline for the submission of bids (if required).

C. PREPARATION OF BIDS

1. Cost of Bidding

The bidder shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and submission of its bid, and HA-
Somalia will not be responsible or liable for those costs.

2. Language of Bid

The bid prepared by the Bidder, as well as all correspondence and documents relating to the bid
exchanged by the Bidder and HA-Somalia shall be written in English language.

Supporting documents and printed literature furnished by the Bidder may be in another language
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provided, the Bidder is ready to avail a translated copy at the Bidders cost if asked so.

3. Bid Propose

The Bidder shall propose the Bid with complete detail and the appropriate Price Schedule,
indicating the shares to be supplied in line with the availed item/share descriptions.

4. Bid Prices

a. The Bidder shall indicate on the appropriate Price Schedule the unit prices and total bid
price of the goods it proposes to supply under the contract.

b. Prices quoted by the Bidder shall be fixed during the Bidder’s performance of the contract
and not subject to variation on any account, unless otherwise specified. A bid submitted
with an adjustable price quotation will be treated as non-responsive and will be rejected.

5. Bid Currency
Prices shall be quoted in US Dollars (S).

D. SUBMISSION OF BIDS

1. Channel of Bids Submission

These include, tax compliance certificate, registration certificates from Banadir region and
Commercial certificate from the ministry of Trade, bank statement, maximum of 3 pager
profile and evidence of experience.

E. DEADLINE FOR SUBMISSION OF BIDS

Bids must be received by HA-Somalia at the email address specified above no later than 23:59:59 EAT
on 16 February, 2026.

HA-Somalia may, at its discretion, extend this deadline for the submission of bids.

F. LATE BIDS

Any bid received by HA-Somalia after the deadline for submission of bids prescribed will be rejected
and will not be forwarded for the bid opening processes. The Bidder will assume the responsibility of
un-possession of the bid documents.

G. OPENING AND EVALUATION OF BIDS
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1. Opening of Bids (Downloads)

a. Bids will be opened on 17™ February, 2026 by an internal Committee consisting of HA
procurement team. No bid shall be rejected before bid opening, except for late bids.

2. Clarification of Bids and Contacting Bidders

During evaluation of the bids, HA-Somalia may, at its discretion, ask the Bidder for a
clarification of its bid. The request for clarification and the response shall be in writing or
phone call by a designated staff and no change in the prices or substance of the bid shall be
sought, offered, or permitted.

3. Preliminary Examination

HA-Somalia will examine the bids to determine whether they are complete, whether any
computational errors have been made, whether required guarantee have been furnished,
whether the documents have been properly signed, and whether the bids are generally in
order.

4. Evaluation and Comparison of Bids

HA-Somalia’s evaluation of a bid

a) In the case of goods/material, sales and other similar taxes will be responsibility
of vendor, which will be payable on the goods if a contract is awarded to the
Bidder.

b) In the case of goods/materials of foreign origin offered from abroad, customs duties
and other similar import taxes which will be payable on the goods if the contract is
awarded to the Bidder.

HA-Somalia’s evaluation of a bid will take into account, in addition to the bid price
qguoted in accordance with one or more of the following factors:

a) Delivery schedule offered in the bid.
b) Deviations in payment schedule from that specified in the Conditions of Contract.

c) Other specific criteria indicated and/or in the Technical Specifications,
examination of samples (if needed).
d) Ability to supply items in all the targeted locations.
5. Clarification of Bids and Contacting HA-Somalia

a) No Bidder shall contact HA-Somalia on any matter relating to its bid, from the time of
the bid opening to the time the contract is awarded. If the Bidder wishes to bring
additional information to the notice of HA-Somalia, it should do so in writing by email.

b) Any effort by a Bidder to influence HA-Somalia in its decisions on bid evaluation, bid
comparison, or contract award may result in the rejection of the Bidder’s bid.

6. Post-Qualification
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a) In the absence of pre-qualification, HA-Somalia will determine to its satisfaction

whether the Bidder that is selected as having submitted the lowest evaluated
responsive bid is qualified to perform the contract satisfactorily, in accordance with
the criteria listed in ITB.

b) The determination will take into account the Bidder’s financial, technical, and
production capabilities. It will be based upon an examination of the documentary
evidence of the Bidder’s qualifications submitted by the Bidder as well as such other
information as HA-Somalia deems necessary and appropriate.

c) Prior to the award, HA-Somalia shall verify and validate any documents/information
submitted and if necessary shall conduct physical inspection of the Bidder’s office,
plant/warehouse and equipment.

d) An affirmative determination will be a pre-requisite for award of the contract to the
Bidder. A negative determination will result in rejection of the Bidder’s bid, in which
event HA-Somalia will proceed to the next lowest evaluated bid to make a similar
determination of that Bidder’s capabilities to perform satisfactorily.

Purchaser’s Right to accept any Bid and to reject any or All Bids

HA-Somalia reserves the right to accept or reject any bid, and to annul the bidding process
and reject

all bids at any time prior to contract award, without thereby incurring any liability to the
affected Bidder or any obligation to inform the affected Bidder or bidders of the grounds for
HA-Somalia’ section.

H. AWARD OF CONTRACT

1. Award Criteria

HA-Somalia will award the contract to the successful Bidder whose bid has been determined
to be substantially responsive and has been determined to be the lowest evaluated bid,
provided further that the Bidder is determined to be qualified to perform the contract
satisfactorily.

Purchaser’s Right to Vary Quantities at Time of Award

HA-Somalia reserves the right at the time of contract award to increase or decrease, the
quantity of goods and services originally specified in the Schedule of Requirements without
any change in unit price or other terms and conditions.

3. Notification of Award

a) Prior to the expiration of the period of bid validity, HA-Somalia will notify the
successful Bidder in writing, that its bid has been accepted.

b) The notification of award will constitute the formation of the contract.

4. Signing of Contract
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At the same time as HA-Somalia notifies the successful Bidder that its bid has been
accepted, HA-Somalia and successful bidder will sign agreements.
